FOUR 4 CUATRO Qwabh-tro (slight roll of the tongue on the “R”)
FIVE 5 CINCO Seen-koh
SIX 6 SEIS Say-eese
SEVEN 7 SIETE See-ay- tay
EIGHT 8 OCHO Oh-cho
NINE 9 NUEVE Nway-vay
TEN 10 DIEZ Dee-ace
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
